	Backpacks (preferably Jansport or other sturdy kind) (Approx. $20 for Jansport at Costco or $20 for Greatland at Target)
Use:  Every teacher carries a backpack with basic first aid supplies/emergency supplies with them on all field trips, outings, and even at Field Day.  Some are in great need of being replaced.  We also need a couple extra for the Search and Rescue emergency team.

	Batteries (“AA” Size) (Approx. $8 for 12 pack at Target)
Use:  Used in the walkie talkies, tape recorder, radios, and clocks.  Because of expiration dates we would only like new ones.

	Batteries (“D” Size) (Approx. $8 for 8 pack at Target)
Use:  Used in flashlights and lanterns.  Because of expiration dates we would only like new ones.

	Card Table (34” x 34” Size) (Approx. $30 at Target)
Use:  Used at several of the emergency stations that deal with a lot of paperwork.  At the Student Release station it is used to fill out the release paperwork, at the Command station it is used to coordinate teams, at the Volunteer station it is used to sign in/out volunteers, and at the First Aid station it is used to document the treatment of students.

	Folding Camping Chairs (Approx. $13 for Greatland Folding Chair w/Carrying Bag at Target)
Use:  Used with the card tables described above.

	Lanterns (“D” Battery Operated) (Approx. $8 for Greatland Focusing Lantern w/Stand and Handle using 4 “D” Batteries at Target)
Use:  Used to provide light, especially important at the First Aid station and for the kids when it gets dark.

	Porta-Potty (Coleman Portable or similar, Type Used for Camping) (Approx. $65 at Target)
Use:  Used as bathrooms.

	Tent (Prefer Large, Easy to set up, Compact to Store) (Approx. $120 for Greatland Northridge 2 Room Dome Tent w/90 sq ft w/90 sec setup time OR $200 for Greatland Santa Cruz 4 Room Dome w/158 sq ft w/2 minute setup at Target)
Use:  Used to set up restrooms with porta-potty and to provide shelter during the day and night.

	Trash Cans (30 Gallon Size with Wheels and Handle) (Approx. $10 at Target)
Use:  Used in the classrooms to hold all the student comfort kits.  Currently these kits are stored in Rubbermaid containers that would need to be carried out of the building.  In an effort to make sure these kits are available if the building were evacuated, we are moving to ones with wheels and handles that can be quickly rolled outside a classroom during an evacuation.

	Walkie Talkies (Motorola TalkAbouts) (Approx. $70 at Costco, $80 at Target)
Use:  Used to communicate between the different emergency teams.  These are vital in getting supplies to needed areas quickly.

	Activities (Games/Cards/Books/Crayons)
Use:  We need all kinds of games and activities to keep the kids busy.  They could be there for several days in a severe emergency.  The only requirement is that they not take up too much space (ex. large board games) because of storage restrictions.

	Dining Canopy (12’ X 12’ X 7.5’ or similar) (Approx. $90 for 10’6” X 10’6” at Target)
Use:  Used by the Student Release station to cover their area.  Since they are handling the paperwork to keep track of and release the children, it’s important this area stay dry if it is raining.

	Drinking Cups (Dixie Bathroom Cups – 3.5oz Size)
Use:  Used to drink water with.

	Water Container (5 Gallon Collapsible Jug with Spout) (Approx. $6 at Target)
Use:  Used to carry water from large containers to areas of need, must have easy way to pour water out into cups.

	Folding Cot (Approx. $29 for Coleman Bunkmaster II Bed at Target)
Use:  Used by the First Aid station to care for injured children or staff.

	Safety Goggles

Use:  Used by the First Aid station and the Search and Rescue team.
